A Wise Son 
 
Proverbs 10:4-5 He who 
has a slack hand be-
comes poor, but the hand 
of the diligent makes rich.  
He who gathers in sum-
mer is a wise son; he who 
sleeps in harvest is a son 
who causes shame.  
 
Summer is almost gone, 
and some of us are wonder-
ing where it went.  Summer 
is the time for working and 
getting things accom-
plished.  When you look at 
the farms around us, you 
can see the evidence of 
diligence.  The crops are 
looking bountiful, and you 
can tell that many are going 
to have a good harvest.  My 
nephew farms over 1,000 
acres in New Mexico, and it 
has been a good year for 
him.  My niece tells me of a 
friend who inherited his 
farm and is about to lose it.  
The problem is that he 
spends more time in the 
coffee shop than he does 
working in the field. 
 
There is a spiritual applica-
tion for us.  The Bible tells 
us in John, Chapter 9, that 
there is a time coming when 
no man can work, but we 
know that there is much 
work to be done now. We 
need to pray that the Lord 
of the Harvest will send 

forth more laborers. How 
about you?  Are you spend-
ing too much time pursuing 
pleasures rather than the 
Father’s will?  Be honest 
with yourself.  How many 
people have you actually 
talked to about eternity?  
What about your burden for 
souls?  Is it still strong?   
 
The Bible warns that in the 
last days, people will be 
lovers of pleasures more 
than lovers of God.  

II Timothy 3:1-5:  This 
know also, that in the last 
days perilous times shall 
come.  2For men shall be 
lovers of their own selves, 
covetous, boasters, proud, 
blasphemers, disobedient 
to parents, unthankful, un-
holy, 3Without natural affec-
tion, trucebreakers, false 
accusers, incontinent, 
fierce, despisers of those 
that are good, 4Traitors, 
heady, high minded, lovers 
of pleasures more than 
lovers of God; 5Having a 
form of godliness, but deny-
ing the power thereof: from 
such turn away. 

Take an inventory of how 
much time is spent on 
pleasures compared to 
spiritual things.  I can re-
member when no one 
would dare plan a sports

Look What the Lord Has Done Alice Swint 

An interview with Darlene 
Miller.   
 
My daughter, Sarah Pierce, 
and I took her almost 1 year 
old son, Lincoln Peirce, to 
the hospital on Friday, July 
16, 2010.  He had not been 
able to keep anything down 
for four days and had red 
spots from his face down.  
He also had congestion.  
He was taken to the x-ray 
department to be checked 
for pneumonia. The x-ray 
showed a coin in his 
esophagus.  Tissue was 
growing around the coin, 
and the area was full of in-
flammation and infection. 
Doctors had to put a       
balloon down through a 

scope and inflate it to be 
able to get the coin out.  It 
was a penny. About a 
month    before, Sarah had 
given his sisters, Lovey 
and Leeland, coins for their 
piggy banks, and Lincoln 
found a penny that had 
dropped on the floor and 
swallowed it. The doctor 
said it was the most difficult 
time they have ever had 
extracting a coin!  The pro-
cedure could have broken 
his teeth or ruptured his 
esophagus.  One doctor 
commented that if Lincoln 
hadn’t broken out, there 
could have been a block-
age.  That was God’s way 
of telling us the penny was 
there.  When they brought 

the penny out to us, it was 
corroded and had brown 
spots all over it.  
 
He was kept overnight. I 
called my mom, Alice    
Hiney, for prayer.  She told 
me to be sure to call Pastor 
Swint and Alice.  The 
three of them agreed to-
gether in prayer. Then, be-
cause of the late hour, Sis-
ter Swint called the MAG 
prayer line Saturday morn-
ing. While people were 
praying that morning, the 
doctors decided to feed Lin-
coln a bottle of milk with 
barium in it so that they 
could re-check his esopha-
gus. Barium helps to give a 
contrast to x-rays.  They 

wanted to make sure that 
there weren’t any ruptures. 
Poor little Lincoln cried 
when they took the bottle 
from him because he was 
so hungry, but they couldn’t 
let him drink too much. We 
were relieved to hear the 
good news that Lincoln’s 
esophagus was not        
ruptured!  Praise the Lord!  
We’re so thankful that God 
answered prayer and has 
had His hand on Lincoln.  
He was too little to tell us 
that there was a penny 
stuck in his throat!
